Good morning, ladies and gentlemen, and distinguished IFIE members, 
I would like to express my sincere gratitude to all the IFIE members for electing me the new chairman of IFIE for 2011 and 2012.  With profound gratitude, I accept the responsibility of chairing IFIE.  
I would also like to express my sincere appreciation to outgoing Chair Mr. Steve Joachim for his exceptional leadership and passion over the past two years.

I am deeply humbled and honored to stand here before you as the chair-elect.  But at the same time, I feel a grave sense of responsibility at the thought of leading this prominent international organization at such a critical juncture, when investor education is being recognized globally as an effective means of protecting investors and restoring investor confidence.
(Future Direction for IFIE)
As the new Chair, let me assure you that I am fully committed to enhancing IFIE’s standing in the international community and taking IFIE to the next level as the leading investor education organization in the world.  
I will strive to ensure IFIE faithfully serves as a forum for investor education, and works to identify and spread best practices in investor education across the globe.  
More specifically, I want to focus on four major objectives.  First, I will seek stronger cooperation with other international organizations including IOSCO and G20.   Building on the cooperative effort thus far, I will push to have IFIE reinvent itself as IOSCO's Executive Arm for Investor Education.  This partnership will create a huge amount of synergy as we endeavor to improve investor education worldwide.   
Additionally, the G20 Summit could also serve as an important channel for IFIE to help ensure investor education remains high on the international agenda.  
My second objective is to expand membership in IFIE.  To this end, I believe we should work to take on board not only securities-related organizations, but also asset management and futures associations and their respective supervisory authorities. 
All agencies engaging in investor education should be welcome to join us and work together to promote capital market development through investor education.  
Third, I will encourage the formation of new IFIE Regional Sub-committees, especially in Latin America and Europe, to further raise the profile of IFIE globally.  Currently we only have two Regional Sub-committees: AFIE, representing the Asia-Pacific region, and MENA, representing the Middle East and North Africa. 
More regional bodies will help provide greater momentum to the ongoing efforts of the international investor education community, thereby contributing to the sustained development of the global capital market.
Finally, I believe it is imperative that we hold the IFIE General Meeting on an annual basis to help develop IFIE into a stronger international organization.  
If we can attract enough support and interest, the IFIE Annual General Meeting will become a renowned international event on investor education.
